Islaambouli into its fold, in 1980

This era was when the legions of the evil leaddr&gypt were
carrying out their brutal repression against thanisc movement.

This hadeeth gives us glad tidings about the retdirislaam in our
age and provides the Islamic resurgence with (h@we) informs
them (the Muslims) that they will have a brilligiuture in terms of
economy and agriculture.

Some desperates oppose this hadeeth and thosedyhgds by using
the hadeeth of the Prophreteported by Anas:

“Be patient because no time shall ever come unflessone coming

‘Allaah has promised those among you who believend do
righteous good deeds, that He will certainly granthem
successior(to authority)in the earth, just as He has granted it to
those before them and that He will grant them the athority to
practice their religion, that which He has chosendr them (i.e.
Islaam) and He will surely give them in exchange a safesurity
after their fear (provided)they (Believers)worship Me and do not
associate anythingin worship)with Me...’??

This is an obligation denied by some Muslims andlesed by
others, despite that the evidence concerning iligaiton is crystal
clear in the book of Allaah because He says:

Besides
the Muslims were agreed upon the obligation of listiaing the
Khilaafah, the declaration of which depends ondhistence of the
core, which is the Islamic State.

2. When the Muslims lose their safety
3. Neighbourhood. And that happens if the state haddns with

Imaam Muhammad and Imaam Abu Yusuf- , the students and
companions of Imaam Abu Haneefah , issued the fatwa that the
hukm(lslamic ruling) of the state depends on the lawsvhich it is
governed. So when Islamic laws govern the staig Dar-ul Islaam
and when the laws of kufr govern, it is Dar-ul-Kufr

Sheikh ul-Islaam Ibn Taymiyyah.; issued a fatwa when he was
asked about a town called Mardeen. Mardeen wasva, twhich
used to be ruled by Islamic laws, but those thak tih afterwards
implemented Kufr laws over it. “Is Dar-ul-Harb (state of war with
Islaam) or Dar-us-Silm(state at peace with Islaam)?” He replied,

are Muslim, nor is it on the level of Dar-ul-Harbheh has
disbelievers as it's natives.

As a matter of fact, the one who investigates ttesgengs will not
find any contradictions between the (sayings ofséhelmaams,
because Abu Haneefahand his companions did not mention that the
natives of the state were disbelievers. So the imusiho earns to be
treated peacefully will not earn to have war waggédinst him, such
as the state which is governed by kufr laws dedpie the majority

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The present rulers have apostatised from Islaaney THave been
brought up over colonial tables be they Christi@@mmunist or
Zionist. What they carry of Islaam is nothing baimes, even if they
pray, fast and claim to be Muslims.

Ibn Taymiyyah said: “And the Sunnah has been dastadd that the
punishment of the apostate is greater than thesporént of the
original kaafir in many ways: one of them is tha¢ epostate must be
killed anyhow, and neither mustziah®® be imposed on him nor a
covenant be made with him, unlike the original kaafnd another
way is that the apostate must be killed even thdwegls deprived of
the ability to fight, unlike the original kaafir whis not from those
who fight (the Muslims) and who should be killedthe opinion of
Abu Haneefah, Maalik, and Ahmed 7 .

Despite
that some people have based their abandonmenthaédion this
point, the truth is that those who will establible islamic State are a
few believers, and those who stand straight on adbigations of
Allaah and the Sunnah of the Messenger of Allaahave always
been small in number, as Alladhsays:'But few of My servants
are grateful’

He U also says:

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‘And if you obey most of those on earth, they wilmislead you
far away from Allaah’s Path’”’

This is the Sunnah of Allaald on this earth, so from where will we
bring the desire of hope. Alladhalso says:

‘And most of mankind will not believe even if you @sire
eagerly’”®

Also victory does not come to Islaam through langenbers because
Allaah U says:

‘How often a small group overcame a might host by kaah’s
leave, and Allaah is the patient™
He U&lso says:

‘...And on the Day of Hunain (battle)when you rejoiced at your
great number but it availed you naught and the eat, vast as it
is, has narrowed for you®

The Prophet said as well:

“All the nations will call one another to invade youpasple call one
another to come and eat from one bowl. Someoneala8kéll it be
because we are so few, O Messenger of Allaah?replged: ‘Indeed
no, in these days you will be many but you willike the filth of the
flood water, for Allaah will certainly strip feardm you from the
breasts ofyour enemies and will cast al-walffaint-heartednessh

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your hearts the question asked: ‘What is al-wahrM@ssenger of
Allaah?’

Then how could da'wah alone achieve this large ssgevhile all the
means of media are under the control of the disbels, sinners and
those who have engaged themselves in war with WHaBhus the
useful endeavour is to free these means of infoomditom the hands
of those (people). It is known that straight aftextory and authority
there will be a (great) acceptance of Islaam, dsahlBays:

‘When comes Help of Allaah(to you O Muhammad against your
enemiespnd the conques{of Makkah) and you see that the
people enter Allaah’s religion(Islaam)in crowds’®?

As we are tackling this point it is worth answerthgse who say that
in order for Islaam to be implemented people mesMuslims. Thus
people will accept it and its implementations witht fail. But the

person who says so is accusing Islaam of beingmptete and

incapable without realising it. This is because tigligion is suitable
for implementation at all times and everywhere, snable to rule the
Muslims and the disbelievers, the sinner and theugi the

knowledgeable and the ignorant. Besides, if pebple been living
under kufr laws, how then if they find themselvesler Islamic Law

that is completely just?

If a person concludes that what | have said meaepikg from
da’'wah (inviting people to Islaam), his understanding wsong,
because the basis is to take Islaam as a commkggon. This is
rather a reply to the one who has taken it as biig t create a large
base, which is the reason behind his diversion fidraad, and which
has lead him to stop and delay it.

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There are some who say that the way to estableslistamic State is
to migrate to another country, establish the dtatee, and then come
back as conquerors. To save the efforthafse people, they have to
establish the Islamic State in their country, dmehtgo out from it as
conquerors.

But is this migration legal according to Islaammmt? In order to
answer this question one should study the typesmdjration
mentioned in the explanation of the hadeeth:

“...S0 he whose migration was for Allaah and His Messentjen
his migration was for Allaah and His Messenger, dmel whose
migration was to achieve some worldly object oretak women in
marriage, his migration was for that he migratet.”

Ibn Hajar al-‘Asgalaani said: “And the migrationadhing is to move
towards it from another thind® In the Shari’ah (it means) “to
abandon what Allaah forbids,” this happens in Isiaa two ways:

First: the migration fromDar-ul Khawf (a land of fear)to Dar-ul
Aman (a land of safety)such as when the Muslims migrated to
Abyssinia and the start of the migration to Madifraim Makkah.

Second:The migration is fronDar-ul Kufr to Dar-ul Iman and that
was when the Prophet migrated from Makkah and settled down in
Madinah along with the Muslims who were able to maig.
Concerning this there is nothing strange, but tieetke one who says
that he will migrate to the mountain then come biackneetFiraun
(Pharaoh) just like Musa did. Then Allaah will cause the earth to
swallow up Firaun and his troops. This beatingwtibe bush is but

to establish the Islamic State. So what is theembmethodology?

He also says:

‘And fight them until there is no more Fitnah and dl of the
religion is for Allaah’

There are some who say that what we should do rovusy
ourselves with seeking knowledge for how can weggfie in the
cause of Allaah while we are lacking the knowledgkich isfardh
(obligatory) to seek? But we have not heard anyamne says that it is
permitted to abandon an Islamic order or an ohbgatof the
obligations of Islaam because of knowledge, espgcid this
obligation is Jihaad. So how can we abandéerdh ‘ayn(individual
obligation) because dirdh kifaayah(collective obligation)? Then
why is it that we know the smallest Sunnah andmeunended deeds
and call for them, yet we abandon an obligation s glorified by
the Messenger of Allaah? Besides, he who has gone so deep in
knowledge that he has come to know all the majar mmor things
about Islaam, how could he overlook the value dfadd and
punishment of neglecting it?

So he who says that knowledge is Jihaad must eetiiat what is
Fardh is fighting, because Alladl$ays:

It is known that a man took the Shahaadah in fafrihe Messenger
of Allaah r, went down to the battlefield and fought until Wwas
killed, before having done nothing, be it in knodde or in acts of
worship. But the Messenger of Allaalgave him glad tidings about a
big reward of this little deet

It is also known that he who knows the obligatiafisSalaah must
pray, and he who knows the obligationsafvm(fasting in the month
of Ramadhan) must fast. Likewise he who knows thiggation of
Jihaad must fight in the cause of AllaghBut the person who uses
the lack of knowledge of the rules of Jihaad asl@wte not to fight
must know that the rules of Jihaad are simple armalable for the
one who purifies his intention towards Allabh So he has to make
the intention of struggling in the cause of Allddhthen the rules of
Jihaad could easily be learned in a very short tineeause they do
not require too much research and study. Thenpérgon wants to
increase his knowledge further than that, he calddso, because
there are no restrictions on knowledge, which isilable for
everybody. But to delay Jihaad because of seeknogvledge is an
evidence of the one who has no evidence.

From the beginning of théa’'wah of the Prophet to the time of the
tabi’een (the generation that followed the companions) antl the
recent ages, there wekdujahideen(fighters in the cause of Allaah)

hands, and they never used seeking knowledge owikgothe
science of hadeeth andkul ul-Figh (principles of jurisprudence) as
excuses. In fact AllaaB granted, by their hands, a victory to Islaam
which the scholars of al-Azhar (university) did nstand up to
achieve on the day when Napoleon and his troopsreshtal-Azhar
with their horses and shoes. What did they do witir knowledge
towards that humiliation? Therefore knowledge i$ the sharp and
striking weapon that will cut the roots of the dibvers. The
weapon is that which Allaa¥fi mentioned in the Quraan.

‘Fight against them so that Allaah will punish themby your
hands and disgrace them and givgou victory over them and heal
the breasts of a believing peopl&°

However we do not underestimate knowledge and achalather we
call for that. But we do not use it as evidenceatmandon the
obligations that Allaat ordained.

Allaah | illustrates that this Ummah differs from the otime@tions in
the issue of fighting. As for the previous natioAdlaah | used to
send down his punishment on the disbelievers am@lemies of His
religion by ‘natural’ phenomena such as causingeimh to swallow
them, drowning them, the mighty blast (of the Angidlraeelu) and
the wind. But the case is different with the umnediMuhammad-,
because Allaah says to them:

‘Fight against them so that Allaah will punish themby your
hands and disgrace them and give you victory ovehém and heal
the breasts of a believing peoplé®

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It means that the Muslim must implement the ordefighting first
by his hand, then after that Allaah will intervene by natural
phenomena, and this way victory comes to pass éyh#mds of the
believers from Allaah.

It was related in that Junadah ibn ‘Umayyabkaid:

“We visited ‘Ubadah ibn as-Samit while he was sigkd we said:
‘Tell us, may Allaah make you righteous, a hadedilth Allaah may
benefit us with and which you heard from the PropheSo he said:
‘The Messenger of Allaalmn pledged us to ready service and
obedience in what was pleasant to us and in what uvgleasant for
us, in what was difficult for us and in what wasdor us, and to
give freely of what we had.” He said, ‘We should cleallenge those
in authority over us unless you see kufrun bawasahyou have proof
of it from Allaah.”®*

‘Kufrun bawaah’'means clear kufryou have proof of it from Allaah
means that you know it from the religion of Allaah

In the explanation of this hadeeth Imaam Nawaswi said, al-Qadhi
‘lyyadh said: “The scholars were agreed that tlaeléeship must not
be conferred to a disbeliever, and should the meteeal kufr he must
be removed. Likewise if he abandons establishiaggns and calling
for them, and so is calling for bid’ah, accordirng tmajority of the
scholars. He said: ‘Some scholars of Basra saitttie leadership
should be conferred to him and he should still |datause he is a
muta’awwil (someone with an accepted wrong opinion).” Al-Qadh

1 Saheeh Muslim
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said: ‘If he manifests kufr, a change of Shari'altadid’ah, he is out
of leadership and obeying him becomes invalids the obligation of
the Muslims to stand up to remove him and replaoe with a just
ruler, if they are able to do so. But if that cantydbe done by a group
of them it is their obligation to remove the kadfirler).”?

In this (fatwa) there is a reply for those who $laat fighting is not
permitted except under a Khaleef or Ameer (leadiéneMuslims).

Ibn Taymiyyah said: “Every group which rebels agaia law of the
clear Islamic Law, must be fought by the consemdube Imaams of
the Muslims, even if they pronounce the Shahaatfah.”

There are some who say that the field of Jihaadytaglthe liberation
of al-Quds(the sacred city of Jerusalem), because it is thlg Hand.
It is true that liberating the Holy Lands is a legammand, which is
compulsory upon every Muslim. However, the Messenfdllaahr
described the believer as gentle and intelligeet, he is aware of
what is beneficial and what is harmful and givesonty to the
definite and radical solutions. This point necedsg the illustration
of the following:

First: Fighting the enemy that is near to us comes befaewnhich is
far.

Second:The blood of Muslims will certainly flow even if atiory
comes, but the question now is will this victory lineficial for the
established Islamic State? Or will it be benefidal the kaafir
system and a strengthening of the pillars of théesthat has rebelled
against the laws of Allaald? These rulers are but taking advantage of

the nationalistic ideas amongst some of the Mustwonachieve their
non-Islamic objectives, even though they (objecj\appear Islamic.
Thus fighting must be under an Islamic flag andlézahip, and there
is no disagreement about that.

Third: Verily the main reason behind the existence of Iniatism in
the Muslim lands is these rulers. Therefore to megth destroying
the Imperialists is not a useful action and is ateaf time. We have
to concentrate on our Islamic issue, which is taldsh the laws of
Allaah U in our land first and make the word of Alladhthe highest.
This is because there is no doubt that the prirld fof Jihaad is to
remove these leaderships and replace them withaimplete Islamic
system, and from here we start.

Concerning this, it is worth giving a reply to thiee who has said that
Jihaad in Islaam is for defence and the sword didspread Islaam.
This is a false saying that has been repeatediyadttby a lot of those
who are known in the domain of the Islamic da’wBht the truth is
in the answer given by the Messengeavhen he was asked:

“Which Jihaad is in the cause of Allaah?” He saitldle who has
fought to raise the word of Allaah supreme is ire tbause of
Allaah.”®*

So fighting in Islaam is to raise Allaah’s word hesgt, either
offensively or defensively. Also, Islaam was sprégahe sword, but
only against the leaders of kufr, who veiled itnfraeaching the
people, and after that no one was forced to embtaltaes obligatory
upon the Muslims to raise their swords againstrtilers who are

Let us read the letter of the Prophdb Heracleus.

Ibn Abbas reported the Prophiesaid:

From Muhammad the servant of Allaah and His Messenger to
Heracleus the great man of Rome. Peace will be momuim who
follows the guidance! | am calling you by the aafllislaam, accept
Islaam and you will be safe, (and) embrace Islaard Allaah will
reward you twice, but if you turn away the sin ofsgiyin will be
upon you, and O people of the scripture (Jews amds@ans): Come
to a word that is just between us and you, thatweeship none but
Allaah, and that we associate no partners with Hamg that none of
us shall take others as lords besides Allaah.

Also the text of the letter of the Propheto Caesar says:

mankind, to give warning to him ho is living andtke word (charge)
Is justified against the disbelievers: accept Istaand you will be
safe, but if you turn away, then the sin of the Wirorshippers will be

Kalal al-Hameeri and the King of Oman and others.

Concerningthis verse al-Haafith ibn Katheer said, “ad-Dahkiak
Muzahim said: ‘Verily it abrogated every treaty,nt@act and term

reported Ibn Abbag to have said about this verse:

Al-Haafith Mohammed al-Kalbi said: “And we find herwhat
abrogated the turning away from the disbelievers kaeping patient
about the harm they do to us. This is to orderouigght them and to
avail us from repeating that which was abrogated] ahich was
mentioned in 114 verses out of 54 Surdfis.But all of that was
abrogated by the sayings of Allaah

‘Then kill the Muskhrikun wherever you find them’ and‘Fighting
is prescribed for you™®*

Al-Hussain ibn Fadhl said about these vers@sie verse of the
sword abrogated every verse of the Quraan in whiching away
from the harm of the enemies and being patient whtem is
mentioned. It is strange of the one who (still)suabrogated verses as
evidences to abandon fighting and Jihaad.

Imaam ibn Hazm al-Andalusi saidtn one hundred and fourteen
verses out of forty eight surahs, all (these vgragse abrogated by
the saying of AllaaltJ:

‘Then kill the Muskhrikun wherever you find them.” 12

There is also the one who claims that we live @ Makkan period,
using thisijtihad*'® so as to get permission to abandon Jihaad in the
cause of AllaaH. But the person who places himself in the Makkan
society to abandon the obligation of Jihaad muse gip fasting,
praying and eat fromba (usury) because they were made prohibited
in Madinah. Nevertheless, the truth is that the kéakperiod was the
period in which da’'wah was founded, and Allaakays:

‘This day | have perfected your religion for you, ad
completed My favour upon you and am pleased with
Islaam as your religion™’

This verse abrogated all these ideas, which aré tesprove that we
are in the “Makkan” period. So we do not starttees Prophet did,
but we take what the Shari’ah ended with.

Further examples of the victories of Muslims faegdinst great odds are available such
as the first major defeat of the Mongols by the Markes under Ameer Saif ud-Deen
Qutuz at the battle dAyn Jalut(the Spring of Goliath), the defeat of the Crusads
the battle oHitteenby Salah ad-Deen al-Ayyubi, the defeat of the &lam Visigoths

of Spain by Tariq bin Ziyad and Musa bin Nusaythat battle ofGuadalete- in fact a
study of Islamic history would illustrate numeraamples like these.

But the truth is that these three categories pobdegether on a
straight line. However, we do not deny that thesperwho has a
stronger Iman and practices more Jihaad of thearatsng us will be
firmer (in Jihaad).

What lIbn Taymiyyah saidans that it is
permissible for the Muslim to plunge himself infeetkaafir army
even if that leads to his killing and before hesstee benefit of his

The reason for this isatvis feared in
regards to the fitnah by going to them, for whenshtar from them,
the soul suggests to the man that he should ordkepeohibit them,
and be stern with him; when he is near to them,sthé inclines to
them since the love of nobility is hidden in thails@nd therefore he
flatters them, is friendly towards them, he may reuge biased
towards them and love them- especially if theyfaendly towards
