| love this section of the book al-Jhaad wal |jtihaad by Aboo Qataadah al-Filisteenee. He mentions a Hadeeth
describing at-Taaifah al-Mansoorah, and derives from it two unique characteristics.

1. Physical Jihaad.
2. War booty and spails.

Here is the Hadeeth he quotes (also declared Saheeh by al-Albaanee in Saheeh Sunan an-Nasaa'ee #3333):
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The description of the second char acteristic is beautiful: ) 5« Ude (380 Alaly ana ) U Gy adlial) Cuaal) B - 400 A
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The Second Characteristic: In the aformentioned hadeeth, the most merciful to His ummah, the one worried for us,
informed us of the sources of wealth, food and currency for the victorious party. He, sallallahu 'alayhi wa salam said,
"And Allah will deviate the hearts of a people, and grant them (the party) wealth from them, until the hour
arrives, and until the promise of Allah comes".

What is, indeed saddening, is that generally the Ilaamic movements and groups, even the Jihaadi amongst them, when
thinking of the economic sources (for the groups), they do not go beyond the thinking of the people of falsehood, and
the people of dunyaa; so they either look for a generous donator, or vacate some members for business and trading, and
with this, they have allowed the disbelievers to have a way against them, because these avenues the Muslim, and in
particular the Mujaahid, are not well acquianted with, and in particular in this age, where the disbelievers have
dominated these avenues and fortressed them so that they may not be backstabbed in them. Some people may think we
are overwhelming them by discussing this topic, despiteits liveliness and importance, for wealth is the spinal cord of
life, and the mainstay of lifeis by it, the Most High says: 'And do not give the fools your wealth, that Allah made a
mainstay for you', so Allah made wealth for man a mainstay - a support - without it, they do not have any stability; thus
isit not strange that the Prophet of Allah, sallallahu 'alayhi wa salam lead us to the sources of this important matter and
dangerous point, where he told the victorious party: Don't you dare, (again) don't you dar e, be ashamed from the
truth that you know well; and don't you dare, (again) don't you dar e, to become weak infact of the critcisms of
people: they will call you thiefs, like they call this Jihaad of yoursKkilling and destruction; and if you obey them,
the disbelieverswill have strength and upperhand over you.



| find strange, those who call the people to Jihaad and fighting in the path of Allah, and then ask them to gain their
livelihood from ajob (and it is the endavement to paper of the 20th century as al’Aqgaad called it), or ask themto gain
their livelihood through some trading that will take most of their time.

It is upon the Muslim not to be ashamed or shy of the truth that they have inface of the pressures of faleshood and his
distortion of the truths. O Mujahidoon brothers: Some of the ingoramuses think that the law of war-booty and fay"
[gaining wealth from disbelievers without fighting] has been changed these days, and those people are ignorant liars,
for the law of war-booty - where one takes from the enemy - is still standing and to this day, (if you think) otherwise,
then inform us of that thing which you seein the Gulf? What do you call it? Isit, asthey say, asalary and payment?
Where a Western soldier is paid more than thirty dollars per hour, excluding the (free) food, drink, luxury and shelter,
and excluding the expense of the apparatus and equipment used, and the energy wasted. And this thing that you seein
Bosnia and Herzegnovia, what is it called?

Inform us, if there is any shame that you have, O cold-faced so-called people of tagwa, isall thislegidated and
acceptable, and what the Mujaahid doesin Algeria[or elsewhere] isa crime and a dishonour?

(And) then tell us O people of experience, how will aMuslim live today to gain his livelihood without touching
prohibited wealth? And is there any descent and purer wealth than the wealth of booty and fay .

It isfrom lowliness to embarrased of our right, and others are in their falsehood being arrogant and overjoyed; and let
everyone know that from the characteristics of the the victorious party, that it eats from the wealth of those whom
Allah, the Most High, has deviated the hearts of, let those who which to accept (this) accept it, and those who hate (it),
hate (it). And with Allah lies all success.

Another beautiful section of the same book, where he talks about how the modern Taaghoot is able to force its
authority over people by pillars:

1. ID documents

2. Currency (not gold or silver)

3. Degrees (High school, college, university, etc.)

Hesad:
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Currency, because he can destroy the economy and value of money so that people are distracted by their needs away
from opposing him.

ID documents, because by them he can erase someone's so-called "lega™ existence.

College degrees, because they have a strong control over who can get them and who can't. Thisiswhy if someoneison
the Taaghoot's "black list" he can't get a college degree (such asin Egypt). So it becomes difficult for him to get ahigh
paying "professional” job.

Ibn Taymeeyah explainsin the early days of 1slaam, all the men were Mujaahideen and none of them farmed or did
much business, rather most of the farmers were Kuffaar. Their Rizq (provision) was through Jihaad:
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
