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A large number of the Beautiful Names of Allaah arerepeated
manifold in the Qur aan as demanded by the occasion and it is
necessary to explain their meaningsin a succinct way. So we say:

Ar-Rabb (TheLord)

This name has been repeatedly mentioned in many verses. Ar-Rabb is

the OneWho nurturesand sustains all of His servantsthrough
regulating the affairsand granting all types of favours and blessings.
More specifically Heisthe One Who nurtures and sustains hissincere
friends by correcting and purifying their hearts, soulsand manners.
Thisiswhy their supplications are frequently made with this Noble
Name because they seek this specific nurturing.

"And your Lord isMost Forgiving, Owner of Mercy. WereHeto
call them to account for what they had earned then surely He would
have hastened on their punishment. But they have their appointed
time beyond which they will find no escape.” (18:58)

Allaah

Heisthe Oneand Only Deity, the One Who isWor shipped and the
OneWho deservesto be wor shipped by the whole of His creation due
to the Perfect Godly Attributesthat Heisdescribed with.

" Allaah! Thereisnoneworthy of worship but He, the Living, the
Sustaining. Neither slumber nor sleep overtakesHim. To Him belongs
whatsoever isin the heavens and the earth. Who istherethat can
intercede with Him except with His Permission? He Knows what



happensto them (His creatures) in thisworld and in the Her eafter.
They will not encompass anything of His Knowledge except that which
He Wills. His Footstool extends over the heavens and the earth and he
feelsno fatiguein guarding them. Heisthe Most High, the M ost
Great."

Al-Malik (TheKing), and al-Maalik (The Master and Owner)

Alladheelahu al-Mulk (the Oneto Whom belongs the dominion): He
isdescribed with the Attribute of The Master and Owner. Theseare
Attributes of Grandjeur, Majesty, Omnipotence and Regulation of the
affairs of creation. The One Who directs all of the affairsto do with
creation, command and recompense. To Him belongs the whole of
Creation, all of it issubservient, owned and in continuous need of
Him.

It isobligatory upon the
servantsto single Him out alone in belief, saying and action by
acknowledging Hisunrestricted perfection, His uniqueness and
sngling Him out Alonefor all types of wor ship.

The believer s have been specifically singled out for thisand they are
granted a goodly and the best portion of thisas Allaah said, "My
Mercy encompasses all thingsand | shall decreeit for those who have
taqwaa."

The One
who opensthe eyes of the those who are truthful and sincere by His
Kindness. The Onewho openstheir hearts so that they can know Him,
love Him and repent to Him. He opens the door s of mercy and
sustenance for His servants and provides them the means of attaining
both the good in thislife and the Hereafter,

No servant will be recompensed in a way
that isgreater that the magnitude of hissin, he will be given only what
he deserves. Not a single personsright will be denied him, Heisthe
Just in Hisregulation and decree,

" Say: | am on clear proof from my Lord, but you deny (the truth). |
do not have what you are impatient for (i.e. the Punishment). The
judgement isonly for Allaah, He declaresthetruth, and Heisthe best
of judges."

Jaami un Naas (The Gatherer of Mankind)

The One Who will gather mankind on the Day about which thereisno
doubt. He will gather their actions and provisions and will not leave
out asinglething, beit large or small, except that He will takeit to
account. He will gather together the disintegrated remains of those
that have died, the early and later by His perfect Power and All-
Encompassing Knowledge, (and resurrect them).



"Our Lord! Indeed it isyou who will gather mankind together on
the Day about which thereisno doubt! Verily Allaah never breaksHis
promise!" (3:9)

"1 swear by the Day of Resurrection. And | swear by the self-
reproaching soul. Does man think that We shall not assemble his
bones? Yes, We are Ableto put together in perfect order thetipsof his
fingers."

Al-Hayy (TheLiving), Al-Qayyum (The Sustainer)

The One Who has perfect life, existing in and of Himself and not
dependant upon anyone else. The Sustainer of the inhabitants of the
heavens and the earth, the One Who regulatestheir affairsand
provisions. TheLivingincludesall of the Attributes of His Self and
The Sustainer includes all the Attributes of His Actions,

" Allaah! Thereisno deity worthy of worship but Him, the Living,
the Sustaining.” (3:1)

" All faces shall be humbled before (Allaah), the Living, the
Sustaining. And the onewho carried the burden of wrong-doing shall
bein completeloss!" (20:111)

An-Nur (TheLight)

TheLight of the heavens and the earth, the One Who illuminatesthe
hearts of the gnostics with knowledge of Him, faith in Him and His
guidance. Heisthe One Who haslit the heavens and the earth with
lightsthat He has placed therein. Hisvell islight and were He to
uncover it then the Face of the Glorious would burn everything from
the creation that His Sight fell upon.

" Allaah isthe Light of the heavensand the earth. The parable of His
Light isasif there were a nicheand within it alamp, thelamp isin a
glass, and the glassasif it werea brilliant star, lit from a blessed tree,
an olive, neither of the east or of the west, whose oil would almost glow
forth (of itself) even though nofiretouchesit.

"Heisthe Originator of the heavensand the earth. How can He have
children when He has no wife? He created all thingsand He Knows
everything."

Al-Qaabid (The Taker), Al-Baasit (The Extender)

The One Who takesthe provisions and souls, the One Who gives
provisions freely and gives (lifeto) the hearts - all of thisin compliance
to HisWisdom and Mercy.

"Who will lend to Allaah a goodly loan so that He may multiply it
for him many times? And it is Allaah Who takes and increases (your
provisions) and unto Him you shall return." (2:245)

" And they made not a just estimate of Allaah such asisdueto Him.
On the Day of Resurrection HisHand will grasp the whole of the earth
and the heavenswill berolled up in HisRight Hand. Glorified be He,
High isHe above all that they associate as partnerswith Him!" (39:67)

Al-Mu’tee (The Giver), Al-Maani” (The Preventer)

Thereisnonewho can prevent what He gives and none who can give
what He prevents. Every thing that can bring goodness or benefit is
sought and desired from Him. Heisthe One Who givesto
whomsoever He Wills and prevents from Whosoever He Wills, all of
thisin accordance to HisWisdom and Mercy.



Ash-Shaheed (The Witness)

The OneWhois Aware of everything. The One Who hearsevery voice
in existence - theloud and quiet. The One Who Sees everythingin
existence - theinsignificant and significant, the small and large. The
One Whose K nowledge encompasses everything. The One Who will
testify for or against His servantsfor what they did.

" Say: What thing isthe greatest witness? Say: Allaah isWitness
between you and I; thisQur'aan has been revealed to methat | may
war n therewith - you and whomsoever it may reach.” (6:19)

"It isHe Who sent His Messenger with the guidance and the Religion
of Truth that he makeit prevail over all religions. And sufficient is
Allaah asa Witness." (48:28)

Al-Mubdee (The Starter), Al-Mu eed(The Recaller, The One Who
repeats creation)

Allaah says, " Heisthe One Who started the creation and He will
repeat it" (10:4) He began their creation to test them asto which one
was best in action then He will recall them to reward those who did
good and punish those who did evil for their evil. Smilarly Heisthe
one Who began by creating each individual thing and then
continuously repeatsit.

"lIsnot He (better than your false gods) Who originates creation and
shall thereafter repeat it, and Who providesfor you from the heaven
and theearth?" (27:64)

" Allaah originatesthe creation and then repeatsit, then to Him you
will bereturned." (85:13)

Al-Fa'aalul Limaa Yureed (The One Who does what He Wills)

Thisisfrom the perfection of His Power and the implementation of
His Will, Desire and Decreethat anything that He Wishesto do, He
does and thereisnoneto prevent Him or protest. He has no assistant
or supporter in anything that He does, rather when He Willsathing to
be Hemerely says, " Be! And it is." Despitethefact that He does what



He Wills, His Will actsin accordanceto HisWisdom and Praise. Heis
described with Perfect Ability and Power, and with the
implementation of HisWill and Heisdescribed with complete and all-
encompassing Wisdom.

" Asfor those who arewretched, they will bein the Fire, moaningin
a high and low tone. They will dwell therein for all thetimethat the
heavens and the earth endured except asyour Lord Will. Indeed your
Lord doeswhat He Wills." (11:106-107)

Al-Ghanee (T he Self-Sufficient, The Rich), al-Mughnee (The
Sufficient)

Heis Self-Sufficient completely and unrestrictedly, deferenceisgiven
to His perfection and the perfection of His Attributes. He has
absolutely no deficiency of any kind, it isnot possible that He be
anything but Self-Sufficient, for self-sufficiency isfrom the necessary
consequences of His Essence. Similarly it isnot possiblefor Him to be
anything but the Creator, The All-Powerful, the Provider and the
Bestower of good. Heis not in need of anything or anyone, Heisthe
Self-Sufficient in Whose Hand lie the treasur es of the heavens and the
earth, and thetreasures of thislife and the Her eafter . He suffices for
thewhole of His creation generally, and is specifically sufficient for the
believersin that He confers upon their hearts nurturing knowledge
and therealities of faith.

" Kind words and forgiving faults ar e better than giving in charity.
Allaah isthe Rich, the Forebearing." (2:263)

"And your Lord is Self-Sufficient, full of Mercy. If He Will He could
destroy you and out in your place make who He Will to be successors,
just asHeraised you from the seed of another people.” (6:133)

Al-Haleem (T he Forbearing)

The One Who bestows favours, both outward and inward, lavishly to
His creation despite their many acts of disobedience and
transgression. Heis gentle upon those that disobey him and in
censuring them so that perchance they may repent and givesthem
respite so that they may become sorrowful.



" And know that Allaah Knowswhat isin your minds, so fear Him.
And know that Allaah is Oft-Forgiving, the Forebearing." (2:235)

"1f you lend to Allaah a goodly loan He will doubleit for you and will
forgiveyou. Allaah isthe appreciative and rewarding, the
Forebearing." (65:17)

Ash-Shaakir (The Recogniser and Rewarder of good), Ash-Shakoor
(The Appreciative)

The One Who recognises and rewar ds the small quantity of action,
Who forgivesthe large quantity of sins. Heisthe One Who multiplies
the rewards of His sincer e servants manifold without any measure. He
isthe One Who recognises and rewards those who give thanksto Him
and remember sthe one who remembers Him. Whosoever seeksto get
close to Him by doing any righteous action, Allaah draws closeto Him
by a greater degree.

"Indeed Safa and Marwa ar e two of the symbols of Allaah. Soit is
not a sin on him who performsHajj or Umrah to perform the going
between them. And whoever does good voluntarily, then Allaah isthe
Recogniser, the All-Knowing." (2:158)

"Indeed those who recitethe Book of Allaah, and establish the prayers
and spend out of that which we have provided them, secretly and
openly, hopefor a suretrade-gain that will never perish. That He may
pay them in full and give them even more out of His Grace. Heisthe
Oft-Forgiving, the Appreciative." (35:29-30)

Al-Qareeb (The Close), Al-Mujeeb (The Answerer)

He, Exalted isHe, iscloseto everybody, this closeness being of two
types:

The general closeness which means His being closeto ever yone with
respect to His Knowledge, Awar eness, Seeing, Witnessing and
Encompassing.

The specific closeness which is specific to His wor shipper s, those who
ask of Him, and those who love Him. Thereality of thistype of



closeness cannot be comprehended all we can seeisitsresultant effects
- Hiskindnessto His servants, His care oof them and His making them
to befirm upon the Straight Path.

From the consequences of this closenessis His answering those who
supplicateto Him and His granting them the ability to be penitent. He
iIsthe One Who answers, in a general sense, those who supplicateto
Him whomsoever them may be and wher esoever they may be and
whatever condition they may bein as He has promised them. Heisthe
OneWho answers, in a specific sense, those who love Him, those who
imitate and follow His Sharee ah. Heisalso the One Who answersthe
onein dire need and those who have given up all hope of being
answer ed by the creation and therefore their connection to Him has
been strengthened in terms of love, hope and fear.

" And when My slaves ask you concerning Me, | am indeed near to
them. | respond to the invocations of the supplicant when He calls
upon Me. So let them obey M e and believein Me so that they may be
led aright." (2:186)

"And to the Thamud We sent their brother Saalih saying: O my
people! Wor ship Allaah besideswhom thereisno other deity. He
brought you forth from the earth and settled you therein, then ask
forgiveness of Him, and turn to Him in repentance. Certainly My
Lord isNear, Responsive." (11:61)

Al-Kaafee (The Sufficient)

The One Who suffices His servantsin everything that they arein need
of. The One Who suffices, in a specific sense, those who believein
Him, put their trust in Him and seek their worldly and religious needs
from Him.

" Allaah drove back those who disbelieved in their rage and they
gained no advantage. Allaah sufficed for the believersin thefighting.
Allaah isthe Strong, the Mighty." (33:25)

"Isnot Allaah sufficient for Hisservant? Yet they try to frighten you
with those who they wor ship besides Him! And whomsoever Allaah
sends astray, for him therewill be no guide." (39:36)



Al-Awwal (TheFirst), Al-Aakhir (The Last), Adh-Dhaahir (The
Manifest), Al-Baatin (The I nward)

The Prophet (SAW) explained thesein a succinct and clear way while
addressing hisLord,

"You arethe First, therewas none before You. You arethe Last,
therewill be none after You. Your arethe Manifest, thereis nothing
aboveYou. You arethelnward, thereisnothing closeto you."

"HeistheFirst, the Last, the Manifest and the Inward. Heisthe All-
Knower of everything." (57:3)

Al-Waas'™ (The Vast)

Heisthe OneWhoisvast with respect to His Attributes and qualities
and those things linked to them - thisfrom the point of view that none
can enumerate Hispraise asHe deserves, rather HeisasHehas
praised Himsdlf. Vast in grandeur, authority and dominion, Vast in
bestowing grace and good and Vast in Goodness and Nobility.

"Thelikeness of those who spend their wealth in the Way of Allaah,
isasthe likeness of a grain (of corn); it grows seven ears, and each ear
has a hundred grains. Allaah gives manifold increaseto whom He
pleases. Allaah isthe Vast, the All-Knowing." (2:261)

" O you who believe! Whoever from amongst you turns back from his
religion, Allaah will bring about a people whom He will Love, and
they will love Him; humble towardsthe believers, stern towardsthe
disbelievers, fighting in the Way of Allaah and never afraid of the
blame of the blamers. That isthe Grace of Allaah which He bestows
on whom He Wills. Allaah isthe Vast, the All-Knowing." (5:54)

Al-Haadee (The Director), Ar-Rasheed (The Guide)

Heisthe One Who guides and directs His servantstowards all that
would be of benefit to them and away from all that would bring them
harm. Heisthe One Who teaches them what they did not use to know
and guides them with a guidance that keeps them firm upon the
Straight Path. Heisthe One Who inspirestheir heartswith taqwaa



and made them penitent and compliant to His Commands.

Ar-Rasheed also carriesthe meaning of Al-Hakeem (the Wise). Heis
ar-Rasheed in His Actions and Sayings. All of Hislegislation is good,
correctly guiding and wise.

"Thushave We made for every Prophet an enemy amongst the
disbelievers. But sufficient isyour Lord asa Guide and
Helper." (25:31)

Al-Haqq (The Truth)

Heisthe Truth in His Essence and Attributes, He isthe most
necessary of existences, He iswhat the whole of existence needsto
exist. Heisthe One Who was and is described with M agnificence,
Beauty and Perfection. Heisthe One Who was and isknown to be
Beneficent. Hissayingisthetruth, His Actionsarethetruth, the
meeting with Him isthe truth, His Messengers are the truth, His
Books arethetruth, Hisreligion isthe truth, worshipping Him Alone
isthetruth, everything that hasto do with Him isthetruth. Thisis
because Allaah isthe Truth and what they supplicate to other than
Him isfalse and invalid and because Allaah isthe Most High, the
Great.

"And say: the Truth isfrom your Lord, so let whosoever who wills
believe, and whosoever who wills disbelieve.” (18:29)

"And what isthere after truth apart from falsehood?" (10:32)
